
 
A CALL FOR ARTWORK SUBMISSION 

Supporting Breast Cancer & The Arts. Work featuring the hue of Pink and the Female Form. 
  

Eligibility: Open to all Minnesota artists over the age of 18 only. Entries must be original work created solely by the artist in the last 5 
years and not previously exhibited at MGAC. Both 2D and 3D artwork will be allowed. All mediums accepted. Works must use the 
pink hue in at least 75% of the piece. Work may also be conscientious of the female form. Work may include both, or one or the other.  
 
Conditions: Artwork must be original. Oil painting must be dry. Drawings, prints, watercolors, fibers, batik and photography must be 
under glass. Maximum width including frame is 72 inches. All two-dimensional work must have wire for hanging. The artist must 
provide display structure of three-dimensional items. 
 
All accepted entries must remain on exhibit for the duration of the show – October 1 through November 19, 2010. Select pieces from 
this show may be displayed at the Maple Grove City Center located one block of the MGAC on Main Street. 
 
Every precaution will be taken in handling artwork, but no responsibility is assumed by the MGAC for loss or damage of any kind. 
Maple Grove Art Center cannot be responsible for loss or damage. Submission of these works indicates acceptance of these 
conditions. Artists who desire to insure their work must make their own arrangements. 
 
Exclusions: No copies, class-work, food-stuffs, hazardous materials or fragile work can be accepted.  
 
Media:  Recent paintings, drawings, fibers, batik, hand pulled prints, sculpture and photography that is digitally enhanced is allowed 
only if clearly marked as such. 
 
Submission of work: Registration form and procedures attached. Artwork, entry form, fee and release must be delivered to MGAC at 
time of submission. 
 
Pre-registration is suggested but not required. 
 
Entry Fees:  

•  MGAC Advocate artists, $15.00 for one entry, $20.00 for two. 
•  Non-MGAC Advocate artists, $25.00 for one entry, $35.00 for two. 
•  Advocate application and fees accepted at time of entry 

 
Sales: Payment is made directly to the artist. Center suggests 20% donation on all sales resulting from this show. Artists are 
responsible for all related sales tax. 
 
Awards: Prizes and ribbons presented during the opening reception. 
  Best of Show [one will be awarded] 
  Award of Excellence [two will be awarded] 
  Merit Award [three will be awarded] 
  ALL awards are subject to the discretion of the Juror, and decisions will be final 
  Winners are responsible for any related sales tax.

•  Delivery of registered artwork Monday Sept. 27, 7-9 pm or Wednesday Sept. 29, 7-9 pm. On site Juror

Email response 
will be given by Sept. 29, 2010. 

•  Opening Reception is Thursday, October 1st, 7-9pm.  
•  Exhibition is free and open to the public during regular center hours and during center scheduled activities. 

Group and special appointments can be arranged by email request.
